SUPPORTIVE BUSINESS ENVIRONMENT

Albion Knitting Company, a
manufacturer of premium knitwear
relocated its London manufacturing
facility to the Isle of Man Airport
Technology Gateway (ATG) in 2024.

Their investment was supported by
the Isle of Man Government through
the Financial Assistance Scheme,
which offers generous grant support
of up to 40% towards capital and
operating expenditure for
businesses in the Engineering and
Manufacturing sector. 

Grow Lab Organics (GLO) became
the first operator to receive
planning permission to develop a
manufacturing facility for the
production and export of medicinal
cannabis in the Isle of Man.

Through the concierge service, they
have benefited from support
towards surveys and studies and
have received guidance from
Department for Enterprise
regarding the provision of utilities.
